ProjectProposals

The Galilee Chapel has probably been in a dustate for about
four hundred and fifty years, ever since it wasnaltaned as the
Chantry Chapel in 1545. Therefore the ‘ruin’ forensignificant

part of its history. It is felt this long period its history should not
be ignored and the proposed scheme strives damréte character
of a ruin in the finished building. All the exisg walls and
masonry details will be retained with the new dte portrayed as
a lucid contrast to the ancient ruin.

To that end the proposed roof has been designaduth the
existing structure very lightly. In order to aclaethis the proposed
roof is substantially supported off a central @miframe aligned on
the axis of the north and south doorways. Simpiectiral glazing
fills the space between the roof and walls.

7.11 The west window is now in a ruined state andhaltracery is
missing. The stone surround is partly missing and partly alged.
\ery little survives intact. In order to providesaitable weather
tight window it is proposed that the outer storarie is restored
with as little damage and loss to existing falascpossible.
